Rosezella - Mythical Creature, a Ganesha, Half Elephant-Half Woman.

Gortropy - Swamp Troll, a hideous Malevolent Creature that carries
sickness and disease (Earthly World).

Ipotanes - Mythical Creature, a Centaurs, Half Horse-Half Man, and are
master archers, protectors, and worriers.
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Centauride - Mythical Creature, a Centaurs, Half Horse-Half Woman,
and are believed to be immortal and bare only male offspring.

Faranth - Mythical Creature, a beautiful Protective Benevolent Dragon.

Squrregulum - Mythical Creature, a small, gentle, magical squirrel like
animal that can become invisible in the blink of an eye.

| had a friend drive me to a small mountain forest town and checked in
to the only lodging facility they had and stayed the night there. The next
morning | had a friendly visit with the Innkeeper, Carl, who provided me
with trail maps; then headed out for my hiking and camping adventure.
Little did | know of the amazing events that were going to happen to
me on my hiking expedition:
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| was backpacking in the San Gabriel Mountain range and was hiking
along a mountain trail when | came across a small bubbling stream. The
water flowing in the stream was crystal clear and sparkled like
diamonds as the sun’s rays glistened through the trees and shined
down upon it.

| decided to veer off the hiking trail and follow the stream as its beauty
was captivating and had a mystical attraction. | thought to myself,
maybe if | follow the stream upwards from its flow, | could find where it
originates from.

As | walked along the stream | could see and hear small animals
scurrying about and there was lots of bird song. Occasionally, a cool
mountain breeze would blow through the trees causing many leaves to
sail around in the air, and some floated like parachutes, gently landing
on the earth.

As | walked a ways onward, | saw several patches of wild raspberry
bushes growing alongside the stream. The bushes were filled with
beautiful, succulent deep red raspberries, and | could not resist the
temptation to stop for a while and fill my stomach with these heavenly
berries. They were sweet and juicy and melted in my mouth.
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As | was walking close to the stream, | saw something shining brightly
from the middle area of the stream. It was glimmering and twinkling
with intensity. | approached it, reached down in the water and picked it
up. It was a large crystal stone, about the size of a plump grapefruit. |
examined it thoroughly. It looked like an exotic, pure polished diamond.

But | thought, surely it can’t be a diamond, no diamond has ever been
found this large and what would it be doing in the middle of a mountain
stream? However, if it were a diamond, | just became wealthy beyond
belief. | carefully placed the crystal stone in my backpack and continued
on my journey.

As | continued to walk along the stream, some strange occurrences
begin to happen, at least to me, they were strange, and little did |
know, it was that stone | picked up and placed in my backpack that was
causing these things to happen. The first occurrence was hearing what
appeared to be the sound of some type of string instrument, something
similar to a harp or possibly some type of wind chime.

| felt a bit stunned, is my mind going
haywire? Am | seeing things that are
not really there? Surely it was just a
butterfly and my eyes were playing
tricks on me. Fairies are just a myth,

and don’t really exist.

| walked on for the next few hours enjoying the stream and the
landscaping around it. | noticed it was getting close to sundown so |
decided to find a place to make camp, and where | could rest for the
night.
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In my backpack, | had food provisions, first-aid kit, flashlight and
numerous other miscellaneous camping supplies as well as a small
canvass tent and rolled-up sleeping bag attached to the bottom of my
backpack, so | just needed to locate a favorable spot.

It didn’t take long as | soon came across a large oak tree surrounded by
a lush clover patch right next to the stream, a perfect place to camp.
Amazingly the stream had formed a fork, and one of the forks created a
small pond of crystal clear water. It was just large enough for me to
bathe in, and get cleaned up. The other fork of the stream was perfect
for fresh drinking water.

| matted down a small area of the clover patch, pitched my tent there
securing it with stakes and a camping rope, then unrolled my sleeping
bag and placed it inside. | also gathered some stones and dry timber
branches, and built a campfire about 10 feet away from my tent.

A slight chill had formed in the night air, so the fire radiated soothing
warmth and also provided enough light for me to see around the
campsite area. | took one of my small cooking pots to the edge of the
stream and filled it with water and placed it on a few of the glowing hot
coals around the edge of the camp fire.

| had brought some herbal tea bags with me and thought | might enjoy
a cup of hot tea and do some star gazing. The night sky was clear and
filled with bright, twinkling stars, and the night moon was just
beginning to show itself.

Suddenly, | saw two falling stars, one after the other, and | thought,
WOW!! How amazing was that, to see two shooting stars, within
seconds of each other.
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Then, right after that, two Nightingale
birds begin singing back and forth to
each other, symphonically as though
they were performing a concert just for
me.

The sounds of the birds singing and the
water flowing in the stream started to
lull me to sleep so | tucked up in my

sleeping bag for the night.

It was about 5:00 am in the morning when | was suddenly awakened by
my tent collapsing down upon me.

My tent was flattened, shuffling back and forth around me and | could
hear a piercing screeching noise.

The tent was all twisted up and | had a hard time getting out from
under it. The more | tried the more tangled up | seemed to get, and the
screeching noise was really giving me a startle.

Finally, after 7 or 8 minutes of struggling, | was able to crawl out from
under the tent. The camp fire had burned out and the moon had set so
it was dark and | could not clearly see anything.

| scrambled around and located my backpack and pulled out a
flashlight.

| shined the light towards the screeching noise and was taken back to
see a large Great Horned Owl with red glowing eyes, and one of its
clawed feet was tangled up in the camping rope that was used to hold
my tent secure.
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The bird was vigorously flapping its wings, screeching, shuffling back
and forth, trying to fly, trying to get away, but the camping rope was

just too tangled around its foot and was holing it down.

| thought surely the Owl was going to injure itself, perhaps break one of
its wings or legs, or even go into shock and die.

| knew very well that Great Horned Owls were dangerous, and that it
could deliver a severe bite from its curved beak or slice me open with
one of the sharp claws on its feet.

| faced a perplexing dilemma, how was | going to free this Owl without
it injuring me, or me injuring it, or both. Then | remembered | had a
camping blanket that | usually kept rolled up inside my sleeping bag,
but had removed it and placed it next to my backpack.

| went and got it and thought, okay | am just going to throw it over him,
subdue him and quickly untangle the rope from his foot, and then, he
should be able to freely fly away.
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As | approached him and shined the light on him | spoke to him in a
gentle voice saying, “calm down fellow, | am not going to hurt you”.

To my utter astonishment, he immediately calmed down, stopped
flapping his wings, stopped screeching, and ceased moving about as
though he understood what | said to him.

| clamped the flashlight on a nearby tree branch so | could have
continuous light on the Owl and moved closer to him; he continued to
remain calm.

| have read that a Human Being should not have direct eye contact with
an animal when it is frighten or in distress, but as | approached it, direct
eye contact was made between us, however, the Owl seemed very
calm, unafraid and showed no interest in attacking me.

| knelt down beside it, about a foot away from it and got ready to toss
the blanket over it. However, | had a sense that it was not going to
attack me, so | carefully tried to caress its back. It allowed me to do so
and showed no signs of aggression, it seemed to trust me.

| decided | would take a risk and without using the blanket see if | could
untangle the rope from its foot. | softly spoke to the Owl again and told
him, “stay calm buddy and please don’t bite me, | won’t hurt you, and |
am going to untangle this rope from your foot.”

Then | very carefully and gently lifted his foot and begin to untangle the
camping rope. It took me about a minute and his foot was free. |
thought he would immediately fly away, but to my astonishment, he
didn’t. Instead he took a few hops, stopped, turned around and just
looked at me with those glowing red eyes.
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A few minutes later he flew up into a nearby tree, perched on an
overhanging branch and continued to observe my every move.

| thought this was really strange and it made me a bit nervous, but soon
my anxiety passed. By this time it was almost dawn and the morning
twilight begin to emerge.

| rekindled my campfire, and let it burn for about 15 minutes. Then |
went and got my coffee pot, took it to the stream, filled it with water,
placed some ground coffee beans in its top container and set it upon
some of the burning kindle. Soon | had a delicious cup of hot morning
coffee.

| glanced over to the tree where the Owl had flown; he was still there,
perched on the same tree branch, watching me like a hawk, as though
he were studying my every move.

For the next hour, | sat with my back leaning against the large oak tree,
drinking my coffee and observing the
forest as it awakened for a new day.
There was a beautiful enchanted mist
hovering over the ground and | could
hear the birds awakening by their
morning fluttering and chirping.

Then suddenly, | noticed a large Wil
brown cottontail Rabbit hop out of a '
bush into the clover patch, and begin
to vigorously eat the clover, one ’

clover flower after another.

| immediately thought about the Owl, as they are a prey stocking bird.
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| thought the Owl would swoop down upon the Rabbit, clutch it in its
claws, and have its morning breakfast.

| again glanced over to the tree where the Owl was perched, he was still
there and | knew he could clearly see the Rabbit. Strangely however,
from what | could see, he showed no interest in the Rabbit, and never
made a move to prey on it.

As the Rabbit was eating the clover, he hopped much closer to me and
was now only about three feet away from me. | quickly noticed
something highly unusual about this rabbit; it had blue eyes, very large
oval sky blue eyes.

Given my knowledge about Rabbits, all brown cottontail Rabbits have
dark eyes, dark brown or black eyes but never blue, so to the best of
my knowledge, this is the first and only brown cottontail Rabbit ever
seen to have blue eyes. White Rabbits will have pink eyes but all other
Rabbits have dark eyes.

Well it was time for me to start my day, and resume my hiking upwards
along the stream. | gathered up my camping supplies, neatly refolded
my tent and placed everything back into my backpack. | made sure my
campfire had no hot cinders still burning and then started off.

| had walked upwards along the stream for about a half mile when |
again noticed wild berry bushes. This time, amazingly, on one side of
the stream the red raspberries were growing, but also, on the other
side of the stream blackberries were growing as well.

This seemed almost too good to be happening. | ate my fill of both
types of the berries, and also stored as many as | could in one of my
camping storage containers.
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| continued hiking after eating the berries and was amazed to see that
same Great Horned Owl perched on a tree branch just ahead of me,
staring right at me. | couldn’t believe my eyes, was that Owl following
me?

Could it be a different Owl that looks the same? It sure looked like the
same Owl to me as it had those red glowing eyes. | just brushed it off,
and continued hiking.

All of a sudden, | begin to hear that strange sound again, a music
sound, like a harp or wind chimes. This time, however, the sounds were
a bit louder than before when | heard it, and it seemed closer. | started
looking all around for the source of the music and at first | saw nothing.
Then, | had a heart pounding rush, there, a few yards from where | was
standing, | saw what appeared to be and Elf like person sitting on a
large fallen tree limb.

Then he stood up. | estimated him to be about 4 feet in height. He had
silky reddish hair, his facial skin had a green tint to it, and he was
dressed in a multi-colored garment and was wearing golden boot style
slippers.

He was holding and stroking some type of musical string instrument.
Whatever it was, | had never seen a string instrument that looked like
that. It was similar to a hand held harp. It appeared to be made of pure
gold, and had all types of precious jewels embedded on both sides of it.

The top of it seemed to have two small Cherubim, one on the left side
and one on the right, and made of solid crystal. The bottom of the
instrument had a horizontal bar of bright glistening silver with some
sort of engraved symbols or lettering that | had never seen before.

Luckily, | saw a small oblong bolder resting right at the stream’s edge,
partially submerged in the water. The water in front of it was flowing in
a circular, whirlpool motion, swirling around and around and the water
had sort of a glow to it.

It seemed to be the perfect place to sit down, soak my feet and relieve
the throbbing. | took off my boots and socks, rolled up my pants,
walked over to the bolder, sat down and put my feet in the swirling
water. What a relief, it felt very comforting, and my feet instantly
stopped throbbing.

It was juicy and sweet and was
probably the best tasting fruit | have ever had in my life. | plucked
several more off the tree and ate them.
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Then | saw something strange near the bottom of the tree. | bent down

and looked closely.

Oh my!! It was a group of bright,
iridescent beetles, 20 to 30 of
them. They had amazing colors:
green, yellow, red, and black.

They were scurrying around,
leaping up and down in an
M exciting joyful manner. It was if

they were celebrating something.

This was my first time to ever see
and iridescent beetle so | was a
bit excited about it.

Since they were right beneath the tree, | thought perhaps they were
some kind of Fruit Beetles and they lived off the tree’s fruits that fell to
the ground. Then, amazingly, they joined together, side by side, and
formed a word which spelled: “Keep-Going”. This somewhat alarmed
me, so | quickly moved on and resumed my hiking.

It was starting to cloud up a bit and | wondered if it was going to rain
again? Just in case, | thought | better keep a close eye out for some
type of shelter, but | really doubted | would be lucky enough to find
another abandoned log cabin.

| started thinking about the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia, and the two
Queens. | wondered how they were doing without their Jewel, The
Potestatem Jewel Stone.
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| wondered how long a period of time they had been without it, and
what kind of problems that nefarious Phantom may be causing in their
Kingdom.

| also wondered what kind of Beings and Creatures lived there. |
remembered the EIf telling me that no Human Beings had ever been
there, so who or whatever was living there was not human.

Then it dawned on me, maybe all these unique animals | have been
coming in contact with were from the Ouopgia Yonteia Kingdom, or
had something to do with it. Perhaps the EIf and Fairy were from there
as well.

The Queens must have let them pass through the hidden gateway into
the earthly world. That would explain the strange characteristics these
animals have had, and how the Frog and Chameleon were able to speak
in words that | could understand.

And | thought, why me? Why was | the one that had to find the
Potestatem Jewel Stone lying in the bottom of a mountain stream? |
guess the forces above are the only ones that know the answer to that
question.

Maybe one day, they will share that bit of knowledge with me, then
again, maybe all this is my imagination, maybe its just a dream, and |
will wake up and be back in my normal life.

Sunset was soon coming, so once again | started looking for a place to
setup camp while hoping that it was not going to rain and storm. |
walked for a bit longer and saw two large boulders just a few feet away
from the stream. A large tree limb had fallen on top of them, and it
formed sort of a tree house on the ground.
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There wasn’t room for me to pitch my tent under the limb’s branches,
so | just rolled open my sleeping bag and stretched it out in the most
sheltered area.

| went to scout around for some kindle to make a campfire. Suddenly |
saw the Rabbit, he’d come back!! | was over joyed to see him.

He hopped right up to me and laid over my boot top for a few
moments, and then ran a short distance back into the forest and
stopped.

It seemed like he was waiting for me to follow him, so | walked up to
where he was sitting.

To my astonishment, off in the
distance, | saw what looked like 3
a large white Horse. | gently
walked several feet closer trying
to get a better view. | kept
moving closer, being very quiet,
and moving very slowly. | felt
that at any moment he would
bolt. If | made the slightest
sound, | was sure he would bolt.

Then my heart started pounding, | couldn’t believe what | was seeing. It
was definitely a Horse, solid white with a single partially golden horn
protruding from the center of its head.
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It had a long white silky mane and matching tail, and there was a
luminescent glow around him.

Its eyes were blue just like the Rabbit and Fox and his body was
flawlessly shaped. This was no ordinary Horse.

What | believed | was seeing was known as a Unicorn. This was a
mythical creature thought not to exist, but yet, there it was, right in
front of my eyes.

| always imagined a Unicorn as being a smaller size Horse, but this one
was quite large, standing tall and surely weighed well over a thousand
pounds. His beauty was beyond description and just looking at him was
spellbinding, alluring and made me light headed.

Then to my absolute shock, the Unicorn started prancing and moving
towards me. | didn’t know what to do, whether to stand there or to
flee. | wasn’t sure if the Unicorn was friendly or would act more like a
wild untamed Horse. If he wanted, he could easily trample over me or
gouge me with his horn.

| decided | wasn’t going to wait to find out. | quickly fled and took cover
behind the two boulders where | had placed my sleeping bag. | ducked
down and stayed still for a few moments, then cautiously peeked out
from behind the boulder.

And behold, there he was, just a few feet from the boulders that were
shielding me. Standing right next to him were the Fox and the Rabbit.
Then the Great Horned Owl flew down, gently landed on his back, and
calmly sat on him looking at me. At that point, | felt comfortable the
Unicorn was friendly and would not be any danger to me.
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| stepped out from behind the boulders and took a few steps forward,
but at the same time remained cautious. What a sight to behold, there
was a blue eyed mythical Unicorn with a glowing, red-eyed, Great
Horned Owl perched on his back, and a blue eyed Fox and Rabbit
standing right next to him.

This unquestionably was one of the strangest and most exciting events
that had occurred in my life. | felt like | was in a fish bowl as the four of
them just stood there staring at me. | could not help but to think that |
was living inside a storybook fantasy.

Then the Unicorn began to communicate with me, but in a gentle,
telepathic manner. He put me at ease so | would have no fear of him.
He told me he was from within the Ouopgia Yonteia Kingdom as were
most of the other Animals and Creatures | had encountered. They had
all passed through the hidden gateway into the earthly world from
Ouopqia Yonteia.

Once they became
aware that | had found it and had it in my possession, they wanted to
follow me, to observe and watch over me, and protect me from any
dangers if necessary.

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| have to admit, at one time that thought did cross my mind, but wiser
logic prevailed.

The Unicorn told me that he had to return to the Kingdom of Ouopgia
Yonteia, that he could only stay in the earthly world for short periods of
time, but the he would leave me footprints to follow, and that the Owl,
Fox and Rabbit would continue to help me.

He asked me to carefully care for and watch over the Potestatem Jewel,
and that | should shield it, and never allow anyone to see or touch it.

Then the Unicorn walked over to the stream and drank from it, and
then disappeared from my view.

The Sun was setting, and | hurriedly built a campfire from the kindle |
had previously gathered. It provided me with a softly lit campsite so |
would have enough light to see and move around safely. | sat down and
leaned back against one of the boulders and pondered on the events of
the day.

When | started out my hiking and camping trip, | could have never
imagined it would be anything like what had occurred so far. Basically |
thought | would have a nice nature hike and see a few interesting birds
and animals.

| thought about my parents, my two younger Sisters and my girlfriend,
hoping that | would be seeing them again soon. If so, how could |
explain to them all these bizarre events that have happened to me, and
what yet might be in store for me.

When | was a child, | remember reading several fantasy storybooks,
they were exciting, and | greatly enjoyed them. Now as an adult, | am
actually experiencing in real life, a story book fantasy come true.
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The next thing | knew it was morning and the sun was shining. | never
even made it to my sleeping bag. | just fell asleep sitting there leaning
back against the boulder. | must have been really tired because | never
remember falling asleep, and never once woke up during the night.

| went down to the stream to freshen up, and to fill my coffee pot with
water so | could prepare my usual cup of morning coffee.

There, just like the Unicorn said, just off the stream’s bank, were his
foot prints. | was so excited, | didn’t even make my coffee, and | just
packed up my backpack and started following his prints.

| briskly followed his prints for several hours. Surprisingly | came to
another fork in the stream. This one apparently was caused by a
Beaver’s dam.

The Unicorn’s prints changed direction and followed the westerly
stream, which now was more like a river than a stream, as it was three
times as wide as before, and there were actual rapids churning up
foamy white water.

After an hour or so of following the foot prints along the river bank, |
begin to hear a low sounding roar. About fifteen to twenty feet away
from me was a huge, very tall pine tree, and luckily, it has some stout,
low hanging bottom branches which may it easy to climb, so up | went.

Suddenly, one of the tree branches gave way and | fell to the ground.
During the fall, one of the jagged-edged tree branches cut my leg. |
could see that | was bleeding through my pant leg. | lowered my pants
and could see about a three inch cut in my left leg thigh area. |
immediately went and got my first aid kit from my backpack, went
down to the river and thoroughly cleaned the wound.
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| could see the cut was going to require stitches, so | medicated the
wound and carefully sowed it up putting 5 stitches in it and bandaged it
up. The Fox and Rabbit looked on with concern as they seemed to know
| had been injured. | took it easy for the rest of the day and slept
soundly through the night.

The next morning, despite the cut in my leg, | was determined to still
climb the tree. This time however, | would take it very slow and easy
and test each branch for its strength before | applied my full weight on
it.

It didn’t take long before | was about 30 feet up in the tree. In the
distance, | could see a magnificent waterfall, white as snow, and it
seemed to be flowing directly out of an opening in the side of a

mountain cliff.

My view was somewhat
obscured by the pine tree
branches, but the falls appeared
to be about a mile away, and
@ had rough looking terrain
,. around it. | assumed the water
| must be flowing from one of the
@ snowcapped mountains far off
¥ in the distance.

| carefully climbed back down the tree. | rechecked my wound and it
seemed to be fine. | rested for another three days, to give my leg time
to heal up a bit, then resumed my hiking at a cautious slow pace.

As | hiked down the river following the Unicorn’s footprints, the roar
coming from the waterfall got louder and louder.
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The river became wider and the water flowing through it had formed
white bubbling rapids. The landscaping on both sides of the river had
gotten really thick, and | was having a hard time hiking through it.

My leg that had the wound was starting to hurt a bit so | needed to stop
and take a rest. Although | could not yet see the waterfall, | heard it
roaring loudly so | knew it was close.

| rested for a few minutes and then the Rabbit hopped up and
proceeded to lead me down a narrow trail through the thick brush.

Then, there it was, a magnificent waterfall, what an awesome site. It

had a beautiful rainbow in front of it extending from one side to the
other, and a golden light shining from within it. And there was the
Unicorn, standing right in front of it. His family was with him, his mate
and a foal. It was like they were there to greet me.
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| started to carefully survey the area. The first thing | noticed was the
waterfall had amazing tropical plants and flowers growing all around it,
and exotic birds flying in an out and around the waterfall.

At the bottom of the waterfall there was a cloud, a fine mist of snowy
white water. On each side of the waterfall was a stone cliff covered
with a bright green moss. It appeared the only thing behind the
waterfall was a wall of solid granite like mountainous rock.

The top of the waterfall was a rocky land mass with rough uneven
terrain and tall pine trees. The water seemed to be coming directly out
of the mountain cliff, flowing straight out from between the rocks, just
below the base of the pine trees.

There was no way to climb up either side of the waterfall, and since the
water was flowing from between the rocks, | couldn’t access it from the
peak of the cliff. | thought maybe | could swim beneath the surface of
the water at the base of the waterfall, but the rapids and currents were
so strong, it would have been impossible.

If there was a hidden gateway behind the waterfall, | could see no way
to access it, and there was certainly no way | could walk through the
falling water. And even if | could, there seemed to only be a wall of rock
behind it.

There was one strange thing, however, that | noticed. Some of the
exotic birds were flying directly into the upper, center area of the
waterfall, and then a few moments later, flew back out again. If there
were only solid rock behind the waterfall, as the birds flew into it, they
would slam against the rock and surely die. Therefore, there had to be
some sort of opening somewhere behind the falling waters.
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It seemed | was in a quandary without a known solution, as to where
the opening and gateway were located? And even if | were able to
discover where it was located, how would | get to it?

And further, if by some miracle | was able to get to it, how could | be
sure | could pass through it and get to the other side, and enter the
Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia.

| did, however, feel confident that there was a solution, and | just had
to keep searching and examining various possibilities until | found the
answer.

The higher priority at the moment, however, was to find a place to
setup a campsite, hopefully with some sort of sheltered area. | had no
idea how long | was going to be here, searching for that hidden
gateway. | knew | would not be hiking along the stream for a good
while, at least until it was time for me to start my journey back home.

| scouted around for some time, but so far, | was not able to find any
area suitable for a campsite. The landscaping around each side of the
river and around the waterfall was very dense with plant growth and
rocky rugged terrain. Not a very pleasant place to camp.

Then the Fox came up and tugged on my pant leg, | knew he wanted
something. | looked down at him and he took a few steps forward and
paused. Like before, when the bear attacked, he wanted me to follow
him.

He started walking at a slow pace, easily finding openings through the
plant growth. | was following right behind him, and the Rabbit was
following right behind me, we were like a small, slow-moving train.
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He led me to a small grassy clearing just a short distance from the
riverside and about 10 feet away from the base of the mountain cliff.
Next to the cliff, there was a pile of large boulders and rocks covered
over with mostly dead tree branches and thick growing plant vines.

It looked like the remains of an old rock slide. The Fox walked up in
front of it, sat down and just stared at it, and | said to him, “What are
you looking at boy?” | could see nothing but rocks, tree limb rubble
and plant vines.

| spent the rest of the day clearing [ | _
away the rubble around the front = = %= B
of the cave, then cleaned the i :'EE’ . ” o %
inside the best | could.

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Also, | was able to make sort of a skylight in between two of the
boulders on the top of the cave that were separated, which provided
open space for both the sun and moon light to shine in.

| had found a sizable piece of slate that | placed over the opening and
positioned it so | could easily slide it back and forth, so in case it rained,
| could slide it closed or open in seconds.

This allowed the cave to have a controlled natural skylight, so during
the day, the inside of the cave could be illuminated with different levels
of brightness, as well as to have a source for fresh air flow.

Also, there was an abundance of hanging moss growing on several of
the trees around the waterfall. | collected a sizable amount of it, than
compacted it, and made a bed style mattress out of it.

As it turned out, it was indeed, soft and comfortable, so | also made a
pillow out of it. Now, | had a safe and cozy place to rest and sleep.

There seemed to be plenty of edible vegetation around the waterfall
and trout in the river, and fresh water, so | had a stable food source.

- Amazingly, just a few feet away from
the cave was a pond like natural pool
of water. The pond was about 4 feet
deep; it had fresh pure mountain
water and was heated by the daily
Sun which kept the water warm.

%> for bathing, so now | had my own

private, heated bathing pool.
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Then | remembered what happened with that Bear charging me, and
the danger it posed. | had no weapons other than rocks, pointed tree
branches and a camping and pocket knife to defend myself in case an
aggressive intruder posed a threat.

| used my wit and was able to fashion a bow from a strong tree branch
and used some of my twine for the bow string.

| also used the tree branches to fashion arrows. | was able to find and
collect a batch of feathers that were shed by the exotic birds flying
around the waterfall.

| used my camping knife to carve sharp points on the tip of the arrows
and a wedge at the bottom of the arrow. Then | cut the feathers to size
to guide the arrows.

| used tree sap to glue the feathers in place on the end area of the
arrows. It worked perfect as the tree sap hardened like cement to
secure the feathers. Now, at least | had a weapon to use to defend
myself against any unexpected threat, hoping | would never need to
use it.

Next, using my small foldout camping shovel, | dug a small pit, a four
foot wide circle, and a foot or so deep at the edge of the grass clearing,
which was about 15 feet from the cave.

| gathered a batch of rocks, each one about the size of a basketball and
placed them around the pit. | would use this to build and burn my
campfires.

| also dug a much smaller pit about a foot in size where | could place
burning kindle coals from the campfire.
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| fashioned it using some small rocks, pieces of broken slate and tree
limbs so | could easily place my coffee pot or frying pan over the coals,
kind of a makeshift stove.

Then, | built a table about 3 feet high by stacking carefully selected
stones and tree logs and compressing them tightly together, and then
placed a large, smooth piece of slate that | had found in the cave rubble
on top of it to use as the tabletop.

| fashioned some other miscellaneous camp amenities and was finished
building my campsite.

| felt it would keep me comfortable and secure while | searched for the
hidden gateway and then how to access it. | had no idea how long it
was going to take me to find it, but a least | had a reasonable safe place
of shelter during my stay.

Over the next few days, | did a lot of exploring trying to find some sign
of access to the hidden gateway, or at least find the specific area
behind the waterfall where | thought it might be located. Despite my
aggressive searching, | was not able to find anything.

| did, however, notice one important thing. The Unicorn and his family
that | saw in front of the waterfall when | first arrived, would appear
and disappear intermittently.

| remembered the Unicorn telling me he could only stay in the earthly
world for short periods of time, so | assumed they were passing
through the hidden gateway, moving back and forth from the Ouopgia
Yonteia Kingdom and the earthly world.

This kept my hopes up that sooner or later | was going to figure out this
mystery.
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| had hoped the Unicorn might approch me again, and speak to me like
he did before, and provide me with some direction to finding the
gateway, but so far, there was no visit from him.

That evening a frightening event occurred. Just about dusk, during the
evening twilight | was starting to build my campfire when | saw out of
the corner of my eye, a dark shape pass by me. | turned my head and
tried to focus my eyes on it. It seemed Cat like in appearance and
quickly leaped into my cave.

It really startled me, and | had a bad feeling about it. | wondered if this
was one of the unexpected threats that | had concern about.

| quickly grabbed my bow and arrows, and stealthfully moved towards
the cave opening. | took the Fox with me. As | neared the enterance to
the cave, the Fox started showing his teeth. Therefore, | knew
something, presumidly unfriendly, was in the cave.

| cautiously peeked in, it was simi-dark and | could not see clearly.
However, | could see well enough that there was a large Cat like
creature clawing at my backpack trying to rip it open. The only item in
my backpack was the Potestatem Jewel Stone. | thought, why would a
Cat be clawing at a backpack with a stone in it? The stone had no scent,
and certainly was not an edible attraction for any prey animal.

Then the creature turned, looked right at me, and let out a horrable
screeching snarl, and started to move towards me.

| quickly backed-up, grabbed one of my arrows and mounted it in the
bow. A moment later, the creature came out of the cave. It was a Black
Panther with glowing yellow eyes, and a putrid, fowl smell emanated
from it.
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It paused and crouched, and
positioned itself to leap and
attack.

| pulled the string back on my
bow and shot off an arrow
right at it. It was a direct hit
right into its shoulder. Then a

miraculous thing happened.

The Panther collapsed and evaporated into a misty greenish vapor,
which floated for a moment, then dissolved in the air. It left a hovering,
pungent, putrid, vile scent, that was very sickening. A horrible odor
that | never smelled before, and would never want to smell again.

| went into the cave and checked my backpack, it had a couple rips in it,
but the stone was still there undamaged. | inspected the rest of the
cave and everything seemed in order just as | had previously left it.

| went back to finish building my campfire. Afterwards, | noticed the
arrow on the ground that | had shot into the Panther. | picked it up and
it had that horrible smell on it, so | went and threw it into the river and
thoroughly wash my hands.

| scooped some burning kindle coals from the campfire into the smaller
cooking pit and made a pot of coffee which only took a few minutes.

| poured some coffee into my tin drinking cup, sat down and leaned
against a large tree trunk. | took some time to sow up the rips in my
backpack, then, | started thinking about that Panther, how it went after
my backpack with the Potestatem Jewel in it, and then turned into a
greenish, horrible smelling vapor after | shot it with an arrow.
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Firstly, | wondered how the Panther knew the location of my backpack
with the Jewel inside. Secondly, what was it planning on doing with the
Jewel if he had been successful in ripping it out. And thirdly, how was it
possible that it turned into a clould of vapor after being shot.

After some meditation on it, | came to a logical conclusion that | felt
was reasonable. That Panther was no Panther at all, but was rather the
nefarious unidentified Phantom from the Kingdom of Ouopqia Yonteia.

It had passed through the hidden gateway and transfigured itself into
that Panther. It was trying to steal the Potestatem Jewel to prevent me
from taking it back to the Queens in Ouopqia Yonteia. There simply
was no other reasonable explanation.

Now | didn’t have a lot of knowledge about Phantoms, other than they
usually were wicked, ghostly, and were known to possess supernatural
powers. Therefore, | highly doubted that my arrow had actually killed it,
and that it was still out there lurking somewhere.

This caused me some concern, so | took the Potestatem Jewel, wrapped
it up in my camping blanket, buried it in a remote area inside the cave
and placed two heavy rocks on top of the burial spot and scattered
some brush around it.

| felt this would make it more difficult for anyone or anything to locate
it, remove it or steal it.

The next morning | continued my searching for the location and
enternce of the hidden gateway and still found nothing. Then | had an
idea! | crafted some additional arrows, about a dozen of them.
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| crushed up some bright red flowers, mixed it with tree sap and water,
and made a sticky red dye, then painted it over each arrow. This would
make the arrows easy to spot.

After the dye thoroughly dried, | took my bow and arrows and walked
close to the waterfall. | was going to shoot arrows into the waterfall
starting at the bottom area of the falls and then move upward. My
theory was simple, if there was an opening somewhere behind that
waterfall the arrow should penetrate it, else the arrow would bounce
off the rock and fall into the river.

| shot off the first arrow and
moments later saw it floating in the
river.

Now the big challenge that remained, how was | going to access it. For
this issue, | had no current solution and no idea or plan.

Over the next 7 to 8 days | relentlessly tried to come up with ideas as
how to access the hidden gateway behind the waterfall. | knew the
location of the opening, but not how to get there or to enter it.
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Then | came up with my Tarzan idea, | fashioned ropes by collecting
dozens of tree vines and tightly twisting them together in hopes | could
somehow engineer a sling by attaching the ropes to trees across and
above the waterfall.

Then by using the ropes, be able to hurl myself into the center of the
waterfall. But that idea turned out to be too cumbersome and complex
to construct and probably would not have worked anyway.

But | wasn’t going to give up, | just had to keep thinking and searching.
Over the next few days, | began to worry about the Unicorns because
they stopped appearing in front of the waterfall. | wondered what had
happened to them because they were nowhere to be seen.

And something else | noticed, the glow from the waterfall had
weakened and was not as bright as it was when | first arrived, and there
were fewer birds flying about. | wasn’t sure what these things meant, if
anything, but | had a sense they weren’t positive signs.

My leg had fully healed, so | decided to hike back down the river aways,
backtracking the way | had come. Maybe | had overlooked something
that might help me. | walked back about three miles, had noticed
nothing then turned back.

Then about mid way back to my campsite, | once again heard the
beaitiful harp music the EIf played, it was just heavenly. Then out of
nowhere, the Elf appeared right in front of me. He looked up at me and
smiled and said one thing to me: “Someone will come to help you”.
Then he disappeared as quickly as he had appeared.
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| returned to my campsite, the Fox and Rabbit were there to greet me,
everything was just as | had left it. | looked all around hoping | would
find that someone the Elf had mentioned, but sadly found no one.

| wondered if possibly it would be the Unicorn that would return to
help me, but | was certainly going to keep my eyes open for any other
possibilities.

| was very tired from my day of hiking and barely had enough energy to
make my campfire. | watched it burn for about an hour. Then went
inside the cave and went to sleep.

The next morning when | awoke the day was a bit gray. There was a
light misty rain. The rain reminded me of my girlfriend, Lena, because
she always called this type of rain: “champagne rain”. She was a
special, unique lady, and | missed being with her.

| rekindled my campfire and made some coffee. | sat down on a large
tree branch that | had fashioned into a bench and sipped my coffee.
The champagne rain had stopped but there were still dark gray clouds
in the sky. Occasionally the sun would peek in and out of the clouds,
and a cantankerous gust of wind would blow through my campsite.

My two companion animals, the Fox and Rabbit were acting a bit
strange this morning. Usually they were very active in the morning,
frolicking around the campsite and foraging in the brush for treats to
eat. This morning they were somewhat subdued, and stayed close to
the cave entrance.

In general, things were a bit more quiet then usual, but most of the
daily forest activity seemed normal and routine.
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There was, however, one exception, the exotic birds that normally flew
to and fro about the rainbow weren’t flying much, mostly perching in
trees.

Then | did realize there was something strange happening that wasn’t
routine. There was one large exotic bird soaring around the rainbow. It
sort of looked like an Albatross bird.

It would periodically soar down and fly low over my campsite. | had not
seen this particular bird before because it was considerably larger than
all the other exotic birds that normally flew around the waterfall.

| hadn’t paid much attention to it at first because | was use to seeing
birds soaring around the waterfall. Then | came to realize the full
impact of my observation.

That bird while soaring somewhat near me suddenly more then
doubled in size, right in mid air, and became transfigured. It swooped
right down next to me and landed. | was stunned beyond measure.

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The bird had changed from being a normal looking Albatross type bird
into a half-bird, Half-Human Female creature and it was larger than me,
and looked really powerful.

She was beautiful and enchanting, however, | was quite terrified. | did
not want to expose my anxiety to her, for fear she might attack me. It
took all my will power to maintain my composure.

| was speechless and couldn’t say a word, | just sat there and looked at
her. Then she said to me in a gentle voice, “Don’t be afraid, | won’t
harm you”. | was over whelmed with emotion and relief, and finally
was able to get a few words out, and said to her, what do you want of
me?

She replied and said, my name is Falatina, | am a Yonteian Siren from
the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia. | was sent by our Kingdom’s two
Queens to help you. They are aware that you cannot find a way to
access the Kingdom’s hidden gateway. And even if you could, Humans
are forbidden and barred from entering the Kingdom.

Only with the direct assistance from the Queens would you be able to
enter. She begin to further explain the problems with me being able to
enter through the hidden gateway.

She told me that because the Potestatem Jewel was no longer resting
on its Altar or anywhere in the Ouopgia Yonteia Kingdom, the Queen of
Enchantment and Magic whose name was “Magaishila”, had become
weaken in her magical powers.

Normally she said that Queen Magaishila would be able to use her
magical powers to levitate you.
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She would be able to raise you in front of the hidden gateway and pass
you through it, directly into the Kingdom, but her magical powers have
become drained, and she no longer possesses the energy to do it.

Her Sister Queen, Beaiallua, could also use an illumination beam to
levitate you and pass you through the gateway, but she too as been
drained of her energy and is losing her illuminary powers, and is unable
to help you as well.

Without the Potestatem Jewel the Queens cannot replenish their
energy and their powers will continue to weaken, as a result they are
unable to help you enter our Kingdom.

Then | asked her, could | not give the Potestatem Jewel to you, and you
could fly through the hidden gateway and return the Jewel to its Altar?
She replied and said, only the two Queens are able to safely touch or
possess the Potestatem Jewel, if | or any other Yonteian were to touch
it, or attempt to possess it in any manner, we would instantly be turned
into a pillar of salt, and cease to exist.

Then | said to her, but | have touched the Jewel and | currently possess
it and | have not been turned into a pillar of salt. She replied, that is
because you are not a Yonteian, but rather a Human Being and are in
the earthly world. In the earthly world, the Potestatem Jewel is a
normal Jewel, just like any other precious Jewels or Diamonds that exist
in your world.

In your world, it possesses only monetary value and material wealth,
but in our world, it generates life giving energy, illuminary and magical
powers beyond your understanding. Without it, our Kingdom may not
be able to survive.
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Sadly, a Phantom from the dark and malevolent side of existence was
able to secretly and unknowingly enter our Kingdom, and is responsible
for the Potestatem Jewel being thrown and propelled into your world.

Then it was the plan of the Phantom to enter into the earthly world,
capture the Jewel and then use it to turn our world into a dark, wicked
Kingdom like the one it came from.

It was the Phantom, transfigured as a Panther that tried to seize the
Jewel from you, but you were able to stop it, by killing its host body.

You must be very careful, because it will surely try to capture it again,
and it would not hesitate to injure or kill you to get it.

Sadly she said, there is a dark, malevolent Kingdom in existence that is
populated with wicked Phantoms and Specters, and they cause dreadful
things to happen in all worlds throughout the infinite cosmos.

Its occupants hate illumination, enchantment, love, beauty, magic and
anything that has goodness to it. They hate these things because they
desire to possess them, but because of their wicked acts they cannot
possess or receive anything that has light, beauty or goodness to it.

Because of this they are filled with endless bitterness and horrible
anger and want to prevent anyone else, any other Worlds or Kingdoms
from enjoying illumination, beauty, and goodness in any manner.

If given the slightest opportunity, these Malevolent Beings and
Creatures, will enter into a World and cause as much corruption and
chaos as possible. Therefore, all Worlds and Kingdoms must be
cautious, and stay on guard at all times.
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With all that said, | ask her, how then will | ever be able to pass through
the hidden gateway, enter into Ouopgia Yonteia and return the
Potestatem Jewel to its Altar?

She replied: The Queens have told me there is only one possible way
that you would be able to pass through the gateway and enter into the
Ouopgqia Yonteia Kingdom. You must learn to use the powers of the
Potestatem Jewel yourself, and pray that the “Ancient of Days” will not
turn you into a pillar of salt when trying to use its powers.

You must build an Altar at the center of your campsite and place the
Potestatem Jewel upon it, however, you must never leave it
unattended. | will send the EIf that you’ve seen, whose name is
Muszaka, and he will watch over it when you cannot be next to it.

You must touch it and polish it regularly until it glows brightly and
sparkles like the stars of the universe. Once that happens, you must try
to draw from its energy.

You must focus your mind and thoughts intently on the stone. Try to
visualize its energy flowing into your body and try to visualize yourself
being levitated and your body rising. If nothing happens keep repeating
the process.

If you are successful then you will be able to levitate yourself, float and
fly through the air with ease. Keep the Jewel with you. Its powers will
allow you to pass through the gateway and enter Ouopqia Yonteia.

Beware, however, because the Phantom will know you have entered
the Kingdom with the Jewel in your possession, and will try to seize it
from you or stop you from returning it to the Altar.
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No Human Being has ever tried to use the powers of the Potestatem
Jewel, and no one knows what will happen, not even the Queens. Only
the “Ancient of Days” Himself knows the outcome.

It is He alone, and He only that will determine what will happen to you.
Then the Yonteian Siren stated she must depart and return to Ouopgia
Yonteia. The EIf, Muszaka will appear when you need him.

The music he plays from his harp is
very powerful, and anything that is
malevolent cannot stand to hear his
music. They will lament, tremble and
flee in fear.

Falatina smiled and twinkled her eyes
at me; then gracefully flew away and
disappeared into the waterfall.

Well, there | was, left to ponder over
all that information she had given
me. | mean, who could begin to
digest that kind of information, and

not be totally overwhelmed?

The first thing | begin to think about was the Altar. | didn’t have much
knowledge about Altars or how to build them, and | had very limited
materials and tools. | didn’t want to place the most valuable Jewel in
the Universe on an inferior Altar.

| recalled that the Siren told me the Altar muct be placed in the center
of my campsite. So | used rocks as perimeter barrier markers and
placed them strategically around the campsite.
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| did some measurements and geometric calculations and was able to
pinpoint where the center of my campsite was located, and then |
marked it with a large stone.

Next | had to figure out what materials | could use to construct the
Altar, and what size it should be. | knew it had to be very stable and
aesthetically beautiful.

| remembered seeing some beautiful marble like stones of different
colors in the shallow areas of the river bottom. | went and collected a
batch and placed them next to the large stone in the center of my
campsite.

| carried and placed 8 medium size rectangular boulders and a piece of
slate about 3 feet long next to the stack of marble stones. Using a
makeshift hatchet | had crafted out of a sharp edged stone, some twine
and a strong tree limb, | hacked multiple pine tree branches, cut and
whittled them to a specific size.

| carved indentations in the pine tree branches and embedded the
marble stones by pounding them in with the blunt side of the hatchet.
Using these materials | built the base of the altar, and then placed the
piece of slate on top of it.

| polished the top of the slate with moist tree bark, which made it
shine, and placed a bouquet of wild flowers, one on each end of the
slate, which | would replace each day.

The Altar stood about 3 feet high, and | felt it looked very aesthetic, and
that it was worthy to have the Potestatem Jewel resting on it. The Jewel
was still buried in the cave, and | was not yet ready to retrieve it and
place it on the Altar.
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It was time for me to think long and hard about what | was getting
ready to do. By doing this, | knew | was risking my life in a couple of
ways, | could be turned into a pillar of salt, or be killed by the
malevolent Phantom if it tried to seize the Jewel again, or if it tried to
stop me from placing it back on the Altar in the Ouopgia Yonteia
Kingdom.

| thought about my family, my Parents and Sisters, and my Girlfriend,
Lena. | might not ever see them again. This sent a chill through my
vains. Sadly, there was no way | could even communicate with them, to
explain what | was about to do. If | didn’t survive, | would just end up
missing and they would never know what happened to me.

Even so, my instincts told me that this was something that | needed to
do, so | made peace with it and prepared myself spiritually for whatever
was to come.

The next morning | arose from a very peaceful sleep. | knew today was
going to be a special day. It was the first day that | knew there was a
definite possibility | could be leaving the earthly world and entering into
a different dimensional realm; entering into a world and Kingdom that |
knew very little about.

And no Human Beings lived or dwelled there, so | would be the only
Human Being existing in that entire world. That in and of itself was
mind blowing. | wondered what kind of Beings | was going to encounter
there.

| had already seen several of them, the Fairy, Elf, Unicorn, Frog,
Chameleon, and the Siren | knew were surely from there.
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| suspected the Owl, Fox and Rabbit were from there as well, but |
wasn’t totally sure. And of course, | had the encounter with that
Phantom, although | wasn’t sure just where that thing was from.

| also wondered what kind of condition their Kingdom was going to be
in since their power source, the Potestatem Jewel, had been missing,
and how the two Queens had been faring? The Siren had told me the
Queens were continuing to get weaker, so that concerned me.

| went over to check on the Altar | had built, it looked amazing, it had
kind of taken on an mystical look. | decided to freshen up, and took a
bath in the nearby pond that | had found. | also washed my clothing
and hung the items on tree branches to dry. | even washed and
thoroughly cleaned my boots.

| was just about ready to retrieve the Potestatem Jewel from where |
had buried it, when | remembered the Siren, Falatina, had told me that
| needed to polish the Jewel regularly until it glows brightly and
sparkles. However, | had nothing to polish it with so | had to come up
with something. | thought about it for while and realized that | had
some itmes in my first-aid kit that might be of value, so | went and got
them.

| took out several items, a small bottle of rubbing alcohol, a tube of
Vaseline and some liniment. | also pulled out a small spray can of
lubricate from by backpack.

From these items | mixed up a polishing solution and stored it in a small
glass jar. Then | went and got my sleeping bag and cut off a piece of the
inside liner and made several polishing cloths and neatly folded them

up.
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| placed the cloths and bottle of polishing solution at the bottom of the
Altar base.

| also replaced the two bouquets of wild flowers resting on the top of
the Altar with fresh ones. The Altar had completely changed the
ambiance of my campsite and the Potestatem Jewel was not yet even
resting on it.

| decided | would walk around the waterfall and check to see if the
Unicorns or the Siren Bird, Falatina, had come back, sadly however,
there was no sign of them.

| went back to the cave and started to dig up the earth where | had
buried the Potestatem Jewel. | was shocked to find that it wasn’t there
and the something had burrowed a tunnel from underneath and
appeared to have taken it.

| crawled down into the tunnel but it was too dark to see anything.
Therefore, | had to go back and get my flashlight out of my backpack.

| came back and quickly crawled back down into the tunnel. | had
advanced about 10 feet when | started the smell a horrible odor. It
smelled similar to that odor after | had shot an arrow into that Panther,

and it turned into vapor.

| continued crawling forward shining my
flashlight. A few feet ahead of me, | could
see something dragging and pulling my
camping blanket with the Potestatem Jewel
in it.

| quickened my crawling speed, caught up to
the blanket and grabbed the end of it.
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Suddenly a large claw grabbed my arm and started pulling on it. Then,
with my free arm, | reached down in my pant’s pocket and pulled out
my pocket knife. | got the knife blade open and began slashing and
stabbing at the claw clutching my arm.

Somehow | was able to sever the claw off the creature. The smell was
so bad, it made me gag and vomit.

The creature was still there trying to drag the blanket with its other
claw. | shined the flashlight on it. It was a large, horrible, hideous
looking Ground Mole. | had never seen anything that ugly in my life.

| grabbed a hold of its claw and tried to get it to release the blanket. It
bent around and started to attack and bite me. As its teeth neared me,
| thrust my pocket knife into its neck.

Then, just like the Panther, the creature instantly turned into a greenish
vapor and vanished. | grabbed the blanket and crawled out of the
tunnel as quickly as | could. | threw some rocks down into the tunnel
and filled the hole with dirt. | carried the heaviest boulder | could lift,
and placed it on top of the filled hole.

| took the blanket with the Jewel in it, and placed it at the base of the
Altar. My right arm had a deep scratch in it and was bleeding. | was
really concerned that | could get an infection from it.

| grabbed my first aid kit and hurried down to the river’s edge. | washed
the scratch with rubbing alcohol and soap and rinsed it off, it burned
like fire. Once my arm dried, | placed a bandage over the scratch. | kept
a close eye on it however, to be sure no infection was forming.
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That wicked Phantom had taken a new host body, as a Ground Mole,
and tried to steal the Potestatem Jewel from me again, and almost got
away with it.

When | got back to the Altar, the EIf, Muszaka, with harp in hand, was
standing there watching over my blanket with the Jewel in it.

He asked me if | was alright, and | told him | had a slight flesh wound
but that | was fine.

The Owl, the Fox and Rabbit also came to the Altar and humbly laid
down in front of it. | was over taken with emotion as | looked at them
because | could see the effect it was having on them.

Muszaka looked up at me and said, “The Spirit of the “Ancient of Days”
dwells within the Jewel and its energy gives power to our Kingdom”,
and to our Queens.

| looked down at him and told him, | will do whatever | can to return
the Jewel to your Kingdom, and to your Queens. He smiled at me and
said, | will be here when you need me. Any time you leave the presence
of the Jewel, | will appear and watch over it; then he became invisable.

| felt much better about the security of the Potestatem Jewel but | was
still leery about that Phantom. | had learned that it was smart, cunning
and ruthless, and could transfigure itself into different creatures and
shapes. | had tried twice to kill it and failed. | realized that wounding its
transfigured host bodies was not going to kill it, so | knew | would have
to find some different method to destroy it.

| decided to wait until the morning to begin to polish the Jewel. After
being in that tunnel and fighting with that grotesque Ground Mole | felt
really dirty.
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| headed down to the pond to take another bath and clean my clothes
again. After my bath, | decided to bask in the sun until evening time.

It was nearing sundown so | started up the campfire and had a bit to
eat. Afterward, | heated some water in my coffeepot and had a cup of
tea.

| sat sipping on my tea, looking up at the stars and wondered, what kind
of sky would there be in Ouopgia Yonteia, would there be a moon and
stars like in the earthly world? Would there be a blue sky with white
clouds and a sun?

And if | were successful in entering the Ouopqia Yonteia Kingdom and
returning the Potestatem Jewel to the Queens, and ridding the
Kingdom of that Phantom, would | be able to make it back into the
earthly world? And if | were to make it back, how much earthly time
would have passed?

| tried not to worry about these things and took the position of:
Whatever is going to happen will happen, and whatever that is, | will try
to make the best of it.

| went and got my sleeping bag and rolled it out next to the Altar. |
placed my bow and arrows, pocket knife with the blade opened, and
flashlight right next to the sleeping bag.

| cut a length of twine, about six feet, tied one end around the
Potestatem Jewel, and the other end around my left thumb. If anything
moved that Jewel while | was sleeping, | was going to know about it.

If that Phantom came back during the night, | was going to be ready for
it. Then I laid down in my sleeping bag and quickly dozed off.
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| arose the next morning relieved to see the Jewel was still there
undisturbed, and | picked it up and placed it on the Altar.

| rolled up my sleeping bag and put my flashlight back in my backpack. |
slipped my pocket knife along with the piece of twine into my pocket
but left the bow and arrows setting close to the Altar.

The Fox and Rabbit who had also slept by me next to the Altar also
arose, and went foraging off for their morning breakfast while | stirred
my campfire and enjoyed a morning cup of coffee.

| went for a stroll along the riverside to eat some berries knowing the
Elf would watch over the Jewel. It was a beautiful morning.

There were a lot of colorful butterflies and small birds flying around the
berry vines, and | saw a large Rainbow Trout leap out of the water after
a low flying Dragonfly.

| sat down on the riverbank, ate some berries, and tossed a few rocks in
the water and thought about my girlfriend, Lena. | really missed her,
and wondered how long it would be before | got to see her again.

| strolled back to my campsite, went over to the Altar and picked up
one of the polishing cloths that | had made from my sleeping bag liner. |
began to wipe over the Jewel and thoroughly cleaned it.

Then | had my first unexpected surprise. The deep scratch | had on my
arm was gone, totally healed, like it was never there.

| decided to check my left leg where | had to stitch up a cut | had gotten
from falling out of a tree. It was gone also, no sign that a wound had
ever been there, no scar, nothing.
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That gave me a bit of a startle, because the realization set in that | was
dealing with something beyond my understanding. This Jewel, in
addition to being the largest diamond in existence, was a also a healing
stone.

| knew the value of this stone was beyond anything | could even
imagine.

| was relieved that | was the only Human Being to be aware that it
existed. A stone like that could cause one man to kill another, and
cause wars between nations. It certainly did not belong in the earthly
world.

| finished cleaning it and then reached down for the bottle of polishing
solution that | had made.

| poured a small amount of it on one of the cloths, just enough to
dampen the cloth, and started rubbing over the stone.

The more | rubbed it the brighter it got. After a while of rubbing it, it
got so bright that | could not look directly at it without it blinding me. |
had to fashion a makeshift blindfold to protect my eyes while |
continued to polish the stone.

After about an hour of polishing it, | stopped, turned away from it, took
off the blindfold and walked about 20 feet away from it, then turned
around and looked back at it.

| couldn’t believe my eyes, | couldn’t believe what | was seeing. The
stone had turned to a bright, deep crystalline blue object. It was
radiant, pulsating with intensity, glowing and generating dazzling
beams of strobing sparkling light.
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Then it would stop and send off huge waves of golden illumination,
then start pulsating again, shooting out colorful beams. It sparkled
more colors then a thousand rainbows, colors that | didn’t even know
existed.

| had never in my life seen anything that beautiful. There were really
no words | could use to describe its beauty.

For the time being, | decided to cover it over with my camping blanket
because it was just too intense. Even under the blanket, it emitted a
soft, soothing illumination the spread over my entire campsite.

| remember Falatina, the Siren bird like creature, telling me that once
the Jewel was glowing brightly, | needed to touch it, focus my mind and
thoughts on it, try to draw from its energy, and try to visualize myself
being levitated.

| also knew this was a danger point for me. If the “Ancient of Days” did
not want me using the powers of the Stone, then | would be turned into
a pillar of salt and cease to exist, not a very plesant thought.

Given that possibility, | thought it would be wise to say a prayer, and
explain what my intentions were on trying to draw energy from the
Jewel Stone and use its awesome powers.

| noticed that the glowing intensity coming from the stone was starting
to weaken slightly, and remembered that Falatina told me that it
should be polished regularly.

Then, | realized that the generating intensity of the Jewel could be
controlled by when and how much it was polished.
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Earlier, | had polished it too long, and that’s what caused it to generate
that blinding light.

| decided to observe the stone over the next day or two and see how
long it took for it to lose its generating intensity. On the forth day, |
could tell it needed to be polished again.

This time, when polishing the stone, | would stop before it reached that
blinding level of intensity. | went into the privacy of my shelter cave,
where everything was still and quiet.

| wanted to meditate for while; to prepare for how | was going to
mentally and spiritually focus on the stone; to draw energy from it; to
levitate myself and transport myself in open space.

This seemed impossible, but the stone healing the wounds on my body
would have seemed just as impossible, and yet it happened. When it
came to that Potestatem Jewel, | wasn’t going to rule out anything as
being impossible.

| thought | would wait until the evening to polish the stone again and
make my first attempt at drawing energy from it, and at levitation. In
the meantime, | gathered up all my camping gear and placed it in my
backpack in a carefully organized manner and leaned it on the backside
of the Altar base. That way, if something happened to me, all my
remaining possessions would be gathered together and would be in
one place.

| decided to spend a little personal time with the Owl, Fox and Rabbit.
They had become my companions and close friends, and | might never
see them again. Well, evening had come and it was time to polish the
Jewel, to see if | could draw power from it, and levitate myself.
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| picked up the small bottle of polishing solution, moistened a cloth
with it, and began rubbing the stone. It took about 10 minutes of
polishing for it to start glowing with intensity and | ceased rubbing on it.

| placed both of my hands on it and closed my eyes. | visualized the
stone generating energy into my body.

| felt my body start to tingle and | became light headed and started to
get dizzy. | thought | better stop for a moment and see what effect it
had on me.

| backed away a few feet from the stone and opened my eyes. The first
thing | noticed was that my hands were glowing, and the second thing
was that no part of my body had hardened or turned into salt. So | was
very relieved and thankful that | had not been turned into a pillar of
salt, and that | was still alive.

This gave me confidence that it was going to be safe for me to proceed
further and the “Ancient of Days” supported my use of the Jewel.

| stepped back up to the stone and put my hands on it, closed my eyes,
went into a deep focused concentration, and started to visualize. In my
mind, | could clearly see energy flowing into my body from the stone,
and could physically feel it as well.

| visualized myself being levitated, rising and floating in the air. Then |
noticed | could not feel my hands touching the Jewel so | opened my
eyes.

| was startled and shocked. | could see my hands were no longer on the
Jewel and my feet were not touching the ground. | was floating, lighter
than air itself, weightless about two the three feet above the ground.
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| couldn’t control my emotions, | became anxious and uneasy. This
caused me to abruptly but gently descend back to the ground. | was
relieved when | felt my feet planted on the earth.

| was utterly amazed, | had done it. | had actually levitated myself and
floated in the air. One thing that | realized, however, this was going to
take some getting used to.

It wasn’t natural for a Human Being to float in the air, effortlessly above
the ground, and it felt really strange and a bit frightening.

| felt | had no control as to movement and direction, just that | would
keep rising upward, and thats what caused me to feel anxious and
uneasy.

Over the next several days, | repeated the process numerous times.
Each time | got better at it. | learned to maneuver in any direction with
ease.

At one point, | floated well over 100 feet high in the air, maneuvered
about 50 feet in one direction, then maneuvered back in the same
direction, descended, and landed gently back on the ground.

| had completely overcome the feeling of uneasiness and | never felt
lightheaded or dizzy. | knew the time was getting close for me to try
and make the journey through the waterfall, through the hidden
gateway, and enter into the Kingdom of Ouopqia Yonteia.

| did, however, still have some fear about it, because | didn’t know just
what | was going to find there, and if | was going to be able to get back.
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| started to make my plans for entering the gateway. | knew | was going
to levitate myself about 30 feet in the air which would place me just
above the center of the waterfall.

Previously, | had shot several arrows in that spot, and all the arrows
vanished after entering the falling water. So | was quite sure there was
an opening there.

From that height, | would maneuver straight into the center of the
waterfall with the intention of passing right through it, into the
opening, and hopefully also maneuvering right into the gateway and
passing through it as well. If | were successful, then | would be inside
the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia.

However, | had three main concerns, the first being the Potestatem
Jewel. | had to have it with me. In all my previous levitation trials, |
never had the stone with me. During my last two levitation attempts, |
had my backpack on and the bow and arrows strapped to my back, and
everything went well.

| had decided | was not going to put the Jewel in my backpack when |
attempted to go through the waterfall. | was concerned that the
backpack could slip off my shoulders from the force of the falling water,
and that | could lose the backpack along with the Jewel inside it. Trying
to hold it in my hands was way too risky so | had to figure something
else out.

Somehow | had to find a way to securely attach it to my body.

The stems of the tree vine plants growing around the waterfall were
very strong.
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| had previously used some of the stems to make rope, and | had tested
the rope’s strength several times. Each time it held my body weight
without any problem, so that gave me an idea.

| could use some of the smaller size stems to fashion a net by
interweaving the stems together. Then fashion a belt using the
stronger stems that would stretch over my shoulder and around my
waist and left leg thigh. | would then sow the net to the belt using a
triple thread of twine.

This should securely hold the Jewel Stone inside the net, and the net to
my body. It took me two full days of work to fashion it and test its
strength and durability. It passed with flying colors so that concern
was solved.

My second concern was the falling water. When the force of the falling
water hit me, what was going to happen? Would the strength and
force of my levitation hold up against the force and weight of the falling
water, or would | get washed down in to the river?

To address that concern | built a water deflective cone, just large
enough to cover me from head to waist. This would greatly reduce the
force of the water falling on me. | used my water-proof parka, tree
limbs, twine, vine stems, and tree sap to make the cone.

I’'m sure my two Sisters who gave me the parka as a birthday gift
wouldn’t mind me doing this. Anyway, it sort of looked like the top part
of a missile, somewhat aerodynamic.

| tested the cone by standing at the bottom edge of the waterfall, and
letting some of the water fall on me. It worked effectively in helping to
deflect the force of water, so my second concern was also solved.
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My third and final concern was that if | made it through the gateway
and entered into the Kingdom, what was | going to encounter? Would
there be any initial threats? If so, how would | respond to them?

| remember Falatina, the Yonteian Siren telling me that if | entered
Ouopgqia Yonteia with the Potestatem Jewel, the Phantom would know
| had entered and probably attack me and try to seize the Jewel.

Therefore, the very moment | entered the Kingdom, | had to be ready
for that possibility. Secondly, Humans were barred and not allowed in
the Kingdom, so | had no idea when | first entered the Kingdom, what
Yonteian Beings or Creatures | would encounter and how they would
react to me.

They might perceive me as a threat, want to instantly attack me, and
try to capture me or even kill me.

So | had to consider these possibilities, and have a well thought-out and
prepared plan as to what | was going to do.

So here was my strategy, | was going to ask the Elf, Muszaka, to deliver
a message to Falatina, and to tell her that | would soon be entering the
Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia with the Potestatem Jewel.

And, that | would be armed with bow and arrows, and if any Yonteian
inhabitants were to encounter me, they should not be aggressive
towards me or attack me.

Hopefully | thought this would stop any unnecessary confrontations.

With regards to a possible threat from the Phantom upon my arrival, |
would have my bow struck, and be ready to shoot arrows the moment
my feet touched the ground in Ouopgia Yonteia.
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| would then seek the first place of cover and begin to assess my
surroundings, and evaluate if there were any imminent threats that |
might have to deal with.

If all seemed secure, then | would start exploring with the goal of first
locating the Queens, and then finding the Altar in the center of the
Kingdom.

| felt | had a good plan to cover my third concern, however, | knew the
level of risk could be high, and therefore, | would need to proceed with
extreme caution.

| found Muszaka standing near the Altar watching over the Jewel, so |
ask him to deliver the message to Falatina. He replied “I will deliver it,
but don’t leave for the gateway or leave the Jewel unattended until |
return”, and then he vanished.

Everything was ready, and | was prepared to leave as soon as Muszaka
returned from delivering my message.

A while back, | had given names to my three friends and companions,
the Owl, who | named, Einstein, the Fox, Tonto, and the Rabbit, Clover.
Each one had learned their name, and would respond when | called
them.

| had them gather next to me. | caressed each one of them, and told
them | would shortly be leaving the earthly world to enter the Ouopgia
Yonteia Kingdom, and that | didn’t know when or if | would return.

| had no doubt they understood me, and | sensed that they already
knew | would be leaving, and that they were fully aware of what | was
doing. | wondered if | would see them in Ouopgia Yonteia, or if they
would stay in the earthly world.
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Only a few hours had passed, and Muszaka returned. He told me he
had delivered the message to Falatina, and that she said most Yonteian
inhabitants had been made aware that | would be coming, and that |
was trying to return the Potestatem Jewel to their Kingdom.

He said that everyone was trying to keep the information as secret as
possible not to alert the Phantom, who still had not yet been identified.

It was believed that the Phantom was concealing itself by taking the
form of a Yonteian Being and was deceiving the Kingdom’s inhabitants.
He told me no real Yonteian creature of any kind would show
aggression towards me or attack me and that if it happened, it would
be the Phantom in a transfigured form or one of his wicked minions.

He said it was discovered that the Phantom had a plan to take over the
Ouopgqia Yonteia Kingdom, and that it would do anything to stop me
from returning the Potestatem Jewel to its Altar.

As long as the Jewel was missing from the Altar, the Queens could not
touch it, and they would become so weak that it would be easy for the
Phantom to gain control of the Kingdom. However, if the Queens were
able to touch and polish the Jewel again, they would regain and
strengthen their powers, and the Phantom would not be able to control
the Kingdom.

He said the Queens had become very frail, and were deeply distressed
that they had allowed the Phantom to deceive them, which resulted in
the loss of the Jewel, and that the Queens had realized their error, and
had vowed their bond and trust in one another, and would never again
allow themselves to become deceived. This further enhanced my
inspiration to get to Jewel back to them as quickly as possible.
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| looked down at Muszaka and told him, I’'m ready to depart now. He
smiled and winked at me then became invisible.

| picked up the bottle of polishing solution, it was almost empty. |
dampened the cloth and begin rubbing the stone. Within a few
minutes it was glowing brightly. | strapped the net | had made to my
body and slipped the backpack on my shoulders.

| reached up and held the stone and placed it into the net, and then |
picked up the cone, lifted it, and let it slip down over me. | clutched my
bow and arrows firmly and begin to concentrate on the Jewel.

Within seconds | could feel the Jewels energy flowing into me; | begin
to focus on levitation, | could feel myself rising. | had made two small
sight holes in the cone so | would be able to see out. Once | knew | was
at the center area of the waterfall, | stopped the levitation.

| used all my psychic energy, and powered myself directly into the
center of the waterfall.

Things were a bit rough and turbulent for a
moment, but | passed through the
waterfall, through the opening and went
immediately into the gateway and found
myself levitated and hovering in the
Kingdom of Ouopgqia Yonteia.

| descended to the ground as quickly as
possible and removed the cone.

| instantly struck my bow and looked in all directions to see if anything
might attack me.
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There appeared to be no immediate threats, so | un-struck my bow and
set it next to me.

| promptly checked the net to see if the Jewel stone was still there. |
reached inside the net, pulled it out and it was still glowing. | placed it
back inside the net and tightly secured it, and then re-struck my bow. |
was very nervous that something was going to appear and attack me.

It appeared that | had descended into some remote area of a strange
forest, which didn’t look like any forest that | had ever seen before.

It had bizarre and odd looking trees, plants and rocks, strange sounds

and was illuminated with a soft blue light that seemed to have no
source. The temperature in the forest was warm and the air was clean
and fresh. | could see nothing moving around me, no Animals or
Creatures of any kind, but yet | could hear muffled noises coming from
something.
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The landscaping around me was somewhat dense, so | could only see
short distances. However, there were plenty of areas for me to take
cover should | need it.

| walked slowly ahead along what appeared to be a rarely used trail, but
with my bow struck. | felt no sense of danger, but remained highly
cautious and vigilant.

| remembered that | was the only Human Being that existed in this
world, and that made me feel a bit uneasy. Then low and behold, just a
short distance away | saw my first Yonteian life form. It was some type

of mystical looking animal, a mother with two of her young siblings,
nestled in some kind of leafy foliage.
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| had never seen any animal that looked like this. It had a head similar
to a deer, but with feathers around it, a body like a Fox with silky
golden brown fur, and Human type hands and feet. It was a graceful
beautiful animal, and very alluring to look at.

| knew it could see me, but my presence didn’t seem to frighten her, so
| moved closer. | got within a few feet of it, and to my surprise she
spoke to me.

| could not understand how she was communicating because her
mouth didn’t seem to move, but yet, | could hear every word she said
clearly, and she said to me: “Hello, | know who you are, you're the
Human from the earthly world come to bring our Kingdom’s Jewel
back”.

Then suddenly, right above her, | saw a strange bird fly down, and
perch at the end of a tree branch.

It also was very unusual in appearance.
Its feathers were bright blue and red
and it had red clawed feet. It had an
elongated beak that kind of resembled
an alligator’s snout with many sharp
teeth, and on the top of its head, it had
barbed quills and two eyes on each side
of its head, with the upper eye being
slightly larger than the lower eye.

It too looked right at me, and seemed to
have no apprehension of my presence,

Then the animal below spoke to me again saying: “That was a
Raptorbird, a highly courageous bird that fears nothing. It helps the
two Queens to watch-over and protect the Kingdom. Take heed to
what it told you.”

Then | ask her, can all animals speak in Ouopgia Yonteia as you do, that
| will understand them? And she replied: “They all can communicate
with each other, but only the ones that the Queens have empowered
can speak with Human words, that you would understand them.
Others can speak to you telepathically, that you would understand
them, like Unicorns, Hippogriffs and others.”

| spoke again to her: | am seeking the two Queens, how can | find
them? She replied: “The Queens dwell in the City of Yonteia, and it’s a
long journey off. Follow in the direction that the wind blows, and it will
lead you there.” | thanked her for the information and slowly moved
onward.

| lifted up some leaves and tossed them into the air and watched the
direction the wind carried them. Luckily, it was in the same direction as
the trail | had been following.
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| had been hiking along the trail for almost two hours, carefully
watching for any dangers. | was starting to get a bit fatigued and looked
for a place to sit and rest.

Amazingly a short distance ahead, the trail passed through a field of
giant mushrooms, and some were the perfect size to set on, and others

there were just sprouting, | could eat.

| scouted around and picked
some small ones to eat and
. selected a larger one to sit on,
about two feet high. It was like
sitting on a cushioned chair,
| and the small mushrooms were
delicious.

| like a fruit.

| started thinking about what that Raptorbird had told me, about a
hideous Dwarf that was a danger to me, and that it wanted to take the
Potestatem Jewel from me.

All day while | had been walking, | never saw a Sun in the sky, and it
never got hot, like in the earthly world. It seemed to stay a perfect,
comfortable temperature. There was a bluish planet like body in the
sky, and it seemed to move from East to West similar to the Sun. And
there were clouds, but not like earthly clouds. These clouds glowed,;
they were light blue in color and put off illumination.

There was a pleasant wind which would blow on and off, and it always
blew in the same direction. So far, | had not seen any bodies of water
other than some small streams, but | felt sure there must be some
around.

Another thing | noticed, there were no flies, mosquitos, or any type of
flying or land crawling biting or stinging insects, however, | had heard
what | thought were some type of insect sounds as | walked along the
trail.

From what | had seen so far, it was hard for me to imagine that there
could be anything unpleasant in this world. By now, in the earthly
forest, the Sun would be setting and the darkness of night fall would be
upon me.

The bluish planet that | had seen in the sky had set, but there was no
darkness. Golden and multi colored stars would appear and disappear
in the sky.
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The night was very different in this world. All the trees and foliage
stayed illuminated, and generated a soft, warm blue twilight.
Therefore, there was no dark blackness; darkness as | have known it in
the earthly world just didn’t exist here.

| felt there was no need to pitch a tent,
so | just unrolled my sleeping bag next
to a slightly illuminated tree. | slipped ¢}
off my backpack and boots, but kept the K
Jewel strapped to my body.

That Jewel was going to stay strapped
to me until | placed it on the Altar or |
was killed in a battle.

Amazingly, Fancytail sensed | was hungry and led me to a nearby fruit
tree. | could hardly believe what | was seeing. This tree was vyielding
fruits of many kinds. The fruits were of different size, shape and color,
from small berry size to large melon size.

One of the larger fruits | squeezed; it filled my drinking cup with juicy
nectar. Also, | noticed that next to the tree were several bushes filled
with a variety of nuts, and plants growing on the ground that had some
kind of vegetables attached to them.

If she saw
this one, she would never get over it.
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| also thought about my parents and Sisters, and wished that | could
send them some of these fruits and nuts because they are far more
delicious then anything they would find in the earthly world. Little did
they know, that | wasn’t even on Earth any longer.

| tossed some leaves in the air just to check the direction of the wind. It
was still blowing in the same direction as the trail, so | just kept hiking
onwards. | had no idea of the distance to the City of Yonteia, or how
long it was going to take me to get there.

Then, the trail led into a gray area where much of the landscape foliage
was sickly looking and poorly illuminated. | thought this was odd
because all of the area behind me that | had passed through was
vibrant and robust looking.

Suddenly, | sensed that Fancytail was feeling nervous and fearful, and
didn’t want to move forward. | immediately squatted down, struck my
bow, and pulled back on the string. Just at that very moment and arrow
struck my backpack, and a second one grazed the side of my head.

| went and removed the arrow from its body, it was a horrible site and
made me feel sad. | wondered what | was going to do with its body
because | just didn’t want to leave it lying there.

Then suddenly, out of nowhere, a dark,
greenish vapor appeared and formed
into a Demon looking figure. It was
ghastly looking and had a foul,
' sickening smell. It was the Phantom
appearing in an ugly, ethereal form.

He hovered over the dead Dwarf,
picked it up. Then, he looked directly

at me; screeched loudly and vanished.

From this point on, there was certainly no doubt that the Phantom
knew | was in the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia, and that | possessed
the Potestatem Jewel, and that there was going to be an ongoing battle
between us.

How was
that Phantom able to enter the Kingdom? And how was the Phantom
able to beguile the Queens to be distrustful and confrontational with
each other? And most important of all, how was | going to protect
myself from unknown dangers, and find and rid the Kingdom of that
demonized Phantom.

Just where and how | was going to get this information, was, at the
moment, a mystery, but one | hoped to solve.

Then | remembered, when | was hungry, Fancytail sensed it and led me
to an area filled with nourishment, when | was in danger, Fancytail
sensed it and gave me a warning. Maybe Fancytail could sense that |
was mystified and in need of information, and could help me in some
manner.

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| grabbed my backpack and pointed forward with my arm and the
Raptorbird took flight. He would fly forward 40 to 50 feet ahead of me,
then stop, perch on a high tree branch and wait for me to catch up.

This went on for most of the day until the bird led me into a dense, lush
green meadow filled with large ferns and strange looking flowers.

The Raptorbird then landed about 10 feet to my left side. The ferns
were so dense, | could not clearly see where he landed.

Therefore, | just started walking in the direction where | saw him fly
down. All of a sudden, there was an opening in the ferns and a
delightful nesting area with patches of small orange and yellow flowers.

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It was the Ganesha, Rosezella. She was covered with shiny silver gray
fur with orange zebra stripes, and had a Tiger like head with a small
Elephant trunk, Human hands and feet, and a tail with multiple tendrils
on it.

| said to her, are you Rosezella? And she replied, yes | am, and you
must be Zachariah, the Human that I've been hearing about.

Yes, | am he, and | was told by the Raptorbird which led me to you, that
you may be able to help me with some information that | am seeking,
thats very important to me.

She said, | know of your quest, to find our Queens, and return the
Potestatem Jewel to its Altar. You are the first Human | have ever seen,
and are very handsome. | will help you if | can, what information are
you seeking?

| am seeking to learn about your Queens, Magaishila and Beaiallua,
what kind of Beings they are, how they came to rule over this Kingdom,
and how it was that they became beguiled by that Phantom.

And, how was that Phantom able to enter Ouopgia Yonteia, and how
can | stop it from attacking me, or destroy it, or rid it from the
Kingdom?

She replied, | can tell you some information about our Queens, but the
rest of what you want to know will have to come from someone much
wiser than me.

The most knowledgeable and wisest creature in our Kingdom is
Socrateious, an Alfheimian Toad Elf.
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He dwells in a secret land within our Kingdom called Occultatum, which
can only be reached by Unicorns.

Only he can give you all of the information you’re seeking.

| will tell you what | know about our Queens, they are EIf Fairies, called
Elfies, Half-EIf and Half-Fairy, and they’re stunningly beautiful. They
descend from the line of “The Golden Ones” who were the wisest and
most powerful Elves ever to exist. They do not age, and can live over
1000 years and beyond, no one knows how far beyond.

The Queens are masters of illumination and magic, have unlimited
healing powers, and are the only ones known that can touch and polish
the Potestatem Jewel and draw power from it.

There are many kinds of Beings, Creatures and Animals that dwell here,
and the Queens nurture and protect all of them. The Queens control
the hidden gateway, and nothing can pass through it, coming in or
going out, without their approval.

| have little knowledge about the Phantom, only that its been in our
Kingdom for a short while, is highly malevolent and wants to rule or
destroy our Kingdom. It seeks the Potestatem Jewel that you now
possess because it does not want it returned to the Queens.

Without the Jewel, the Queens will eventually lose their powers and
the Phantom will overwhelm them. This is all | can tell you, if you can
locate Socrateious, you can learn much more from him.

The Raptorbird will lead you back to whence you came. Farewell
Zechariah, until we meet again.
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The Raptorbird took to flight and led me back to the trail. Now | had a
new challenge, how to find the land of Occultatum, and locate
Socrateious.

| asked the Raptorbird, who had not yet departed, about this secret
land and how to get there. He replied and said:

This land is located somewhere within the Sea of Mist and is not visible.

Also, it has an impassable barrier the surrounds the City of Occultatum.
Only a Unicorn that has magical powers and the ability to fly can locate
the city, and fly over its barrier.

The City of Occultatum is said to contain all the Gold that has ever been
collected by Elves, Leprechauns and Fairies since the beginning of time.
A wealth that is so enormous, it cannot be counted or measured, and
Socrateious watches over it.

Only a Unicorn that has magical powers and the ability to fly can access
the Land of Occultatum. Zachariah asked the Raptorbird, how can | find
such a Unicorn that possesses these powers and would help me?

The Raptorbird replied, there is one Unicorn that does possess these
powers, and that already knows you. He visited and spoke to you
telepathically in the earthly world. His name is Unicoata, and he is one
of the most powerful and beloved Unicorns in the Kingdom of Ouopqia
Yonteia. He normally dwells with the Queens in the City of Yonteia.

It’s a two day journey for me to fly there, and hopefully, he will be
there. Many times, the Queens send him on missions where his
magical powers are needed, so | cannot be sure how long it would take
me to find him, but | will fly there and search for him.
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| will tell him of your need to find and enter the City of Occultatum, and
that you seek council with Socrateious. In the meantime, while | am
gone, you should start traveling towards the Sea of Mist.

Should you arrive there before | return, you must not enter into any
area of the mist, else you could become lost, and wander aimlessly in
the mist, never to find your way out. You should camp somewhere
near the edge of the Sea, but stay a safe distance from the mist.

To find the Sea of Mist, travel in a straight line, 90 degrees right of the
direction the wind is blowing. It should take you 3 to 4 days of hiking to
arrive there. And remember, you must beware of the Phantom because
its most probable he will again try to seize the Jewel from you.

| will return to meet you again as quickly as | can, and tell you the
results of my quest to find and communicate with Unicoata.

You and Fancytail should go and rest under The Tree of Golden Fruits
and wait for Raptorbird and Unicoata to arrive. | will stay with
Troglodytus and Hipalyes will take flight and watch over things from the
sky above.
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When Unicoata arrives, by using his magical powers, he will heal
Troglodytus from the wounds he received by the Phantom and he will
be fine. However, stay very alert, because the Phantom and his
Minions will still try and seize the Potestatem Jewel from you.

Zachariah and Fancytail rested alertly under the tree, but Zachariah felt
uneasy. So much had happened in such a short period of time that his
thoughts were confounded.

No Human has ever attempted this, and for you, its highly dangerous,
even with the help of Unicoata. Even though the Queens have given
the order that you be allowed to enter, there still is a problem.

The High Council of The Order of The Elves has sent an appeal to the
Queens demanding that you not be allowed to enter.

However, the Queens would not change their decision and their order
must be honored.
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Since the conception of our Kingdom, no inhabitant of any kind has
ever disobeyed an order given from a King or Queen of Ouopqgia
Yonteia.

Until the Phantoms arrival, the most dangerous threat to our Kingdom
has always been from Human Beings. This is because of the limitless
wealth of Gold owned by the Elves and stored in Ouopgia Yonteia, in
The Land of Occultatum.

The Elves that sit on the council do not feel that any Human should ever
be allowed to enter The Land of Occultatum, to know its location, and
that it contains unlimited wealth, no matter what the reason may be.

It is said that there is 10 times more gold there then exists in the entire
earthly world, and that no Human Being could resist its lure.
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If one Human Being were to tell another, the information would spread,
and thousands of Humans would try to enter Ouopgia Yonteia and
conguer the Kingdom for its gold.

| have heard there is talk among EIf council members that once you
enter, you would never be allowed to leave.

They have sent a message to Socrateious that you be cast into The Sea
of Mist once you have entered Occultatum. If that happens, you would
parish within it, never to be seen again. In this way the Queen’s order
would have been obeyed by allowing you to enter there, but what
happens after you enter is entirely up to Socrateious.

Therefore, the Queens sent me to advise you on how to approach and
deal with Socrateious. | have known him for over a hundred years and |
know a little on how he thinks.

Socrateious is believed to be over 5,000 years old and is unquestionably
the wisest and most knowledgeable creature in the Kingdom of
Ouopqia Yonteia. He has been in the earthly world many times and
knows Human Beings very well.

It is said that Socrateious is the only known Being to have entered into
the Dark Kingdom of existence, survived, and escaped from it
unharmed. And the only one that has knowledge about the Phantom,
and the Dark Malevolent Beings and Creatures that dwell there.

Zachariah was both astounded and appalled by the things Muszaka was
telling him.

However, | know that you can be trusted, so whats important is that we
get Socrateious to know you can be trusted as well. As | have told you, |
know how he thinks, and | believe | can anticipate what he is going to
do.

First of all, he knows the Potestatem Jewel is in your possession and
that you control its fate. Therefore, he is not going to cast you into The
Sea of Mist as long as you have the Jewel in your possession, so we can
assume he is going to try and trick you out of keeping it in your
possession.

So no matter what he says or does, you must not relinquish it from your
possession, keep it in your net at all times. Also, he will test you in
several ways, temp you to see if you will succumb to temptation.
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Therefore, you must be very wise and recognize what the temptations
are, and not be fooled by them.

Remember there is no one wiser then Socrateious in our Kingdom, and
he is even wiser than most Human Beings, so you must use the depth of
your intellect at all times when dealing with him.

If you fail to gain his trust, he will give you no information about what
you seek, and will have the Unicorn fly you back to the edge of The Sea
of Mist. And Zachariah replied: But why can’t the Unicorn just fly me to
the City of Yonteia, to the Altar or to the Queens? And | could deliver
the Jewel there.

Muszaka replied, it is not possible for a Unicorn to fly a Human Being
into the City of Yonteia, which is the throne place of the Kings and
Queens, and the site of the sacred Altar.

The very second the Unicorn entered the boundary of the city carrying
a Human Being, it would be transformed into a regular Horse, lose all its
magical powers, and its ability to fly. It would fall from the sky to the
ground and die, and the human being riding on it would also fall with it
and die.

However, because the Phantom somehow entered our Kingdom, which
caused the Potestatem Jewel to be lost, and cast into the earthly world,
then fall into the hands of a Human Being, specifically in your hands,
and as a result, the laws of Ouopgia Yonteia have been shaken.

The “Ancient of Days” has allowed you to be here; else you could not
have entered, but instead would be a pillar of salt at the bottom of the
waterfall you entered. As long as he trusts your good will, it seems you
will survive, but no one knows for sure, you could become a pillar of
salt at any moment or be killed by the Phantom or his Minions. Your
fate is completely in your hands, and in the hands of the Creator.

Zachariah was greatly humbled by
the things Muszaka had told him,
and realized the difficult task he
had before him.

He asked Muszaka to tell him
everything that he knew about
Socrateious, and the two of them
talked for hours about it.

Then Zachariah saw the Raptorbird
sort of floating down to land, and

Unicoata not far behind.
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The Raptorbird landed in The Tree of Golden Fruits and perched on one
of its branches.

Do not gaze upon her with lust or touch her in any manor, just look at
her with a smile, bow your head and say, “Greetings Fare Maiden”, | am
here to see Socrateious.

Then, if all has gone well, she will take you to Socrateious. What
happens after that will be between you and Socrateious.
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Now have you clearly understood these things that | have told you, and
do you have any questions? And take heed, if you forget any of the
things | told you, most likely you will parish and never be seen again.

Zachariah was quiet and thought for a few minutes and then replied.
Yes, | understand all that you have said to me, | will surely remember
everything, and will carefully follow the instructions you have given me.

However, | do have one question, if | should parish for any reason, what
will happen to the Potestatem Jewel? Raptorbird replied, | cannot say
what would happen to it, or what would happen to our Kingdom.

The Potestatem Jewel was placed into our Kingdom by the “Ancient of
Days”, and he also created our Kingdom and populated it.

The “Ancient of Days” regularly visited with Adam and Eve and told
them, | have placed a Tree of Knowledge in the garden, however, you
must not eat any fruits from this tree. Do not even attempt to pluck a
fruit from this tree. They have not yet ripened, and are not sweet.
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When the fruits have ripened, | will come to you, and show you which
ones to pick and eat, but until then, you must not pick or eat any of
them. Both Adam and Eve told the Creator, We will honor what you
have told us and will not eat any fruits from this tree until you say.

Now within the Creator’s Kingdom there were many Angelic Beings.
One of these Beings, called Lucifer (meaning the shining light) was very
powerful, and was greatly revered within the Creator’s Kingdom. Sadly,
however, he allowed himself to become jealous towards Adam and Eve
because of the amount of attention the Creator was giving them. He
mused, and sought to create disharmony between them.

Then without the Creator’s consent, stealthily entered the Garden of
Eden, and by using his angelic supernatural powers, deceived and
beguiled the woman, Eve, into picking one of the fruits from the Tree of
Knowledge, and she ate of it. To make matters worse, she gave a piece
of the fruit to Adam, who also ate of it.

Sadly, the fruit shed picked was the fruit containing the knowledge of
good and evil. After eating this fruit, Adam and Eve lost their
innocence, and they were no longer as babes, and had become aware
of decadent pleasures, and impious erotic emotions.

When the creator returned to visit them, and found they were no
longer as babes, that they had eaten the fruit and lost their innocence.
He became anguished. He felt that Adam and Eve had disrespected
Him, and was also much disturbed at Lucifer for what he had done.

It is written that the Creator being anguished decided to chastise Adam
and Eve and also Lucifer for the wrong he had done. He no longer felt
Adam and Eve were worthy to dwell in the Garden of Eden paradise.
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And, He also felt that Lucifer was no longer worthy to dwell in His
Heavenly Kingdom. Lucifer, however, was very clever, and had
influenced other Angelic Beings to support and assist him in creating
disharmony towards the Humans. Because of this, there was much
disruption and confrontation in the Creator’s Kingdom.

Therefore, the “Ancient of Days” formed two new Kingdoms. Firstly He
removed the Garden of Eden from Earth and placed it in a different
dimensional realm, outside of the earthly realm. He named it Ouopqia
Yonteia meaning beauty and enchantment.

He formed all sorts of Enchanted Beings and Creatures, many of which
were Elves and Fairies, and placed them all there, and it became the
Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia, and all its inhabitants were benevolent
and dwelled together in joy and harmony.

He left Adam and Eve to dwell on Earth which was no longer a paradise
environment, and they had loss their immortality. From this point on,
they would have to live in a normal earthly environment. The Creator
would still help them, but they had to labor in order to survive.

Secondly, He created a Realm of Darkness below His Heavenly
Kingdom, also in a separate dimension, and apart from both the earthly
and Yonteian realms. The Realm of Darkness had no illumination and
was only a black empty world, and only hot fire brought illumination.

He placed Lucifer within it, and all other Angelic Beings and Creatures
that had supported and followed Lucifer. He named it Sheol, and it
became the Kingdom of Sheol or also called the Kingdom of Darkness.

The Creator said to Lucifer, this is your Kingdom, and | give you
authority over it, and you must dwell there within it forever.
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Lucifer and his followers became resentful and hateful because the
creator had removed them from His kingdom and placed them in Sheol.
He swore to take revenge against the Creator and the Humans, and
threaten to bring corruption to both the earthly and Yonteian
Kingdoms, to destroy them if possible, and to enslave their inhabitants.

The Creator placed and invisible barrier around the Kingdom Ouopgia
Yonteia so nothing could enter it. Then from its inhabitants, He
selected the wisest male Elf and the wisest female Fairy, and wed them
together, and enshrined them to be the King and Queen of Ouopqgia
Yonteia and to govern over the Kingdom and all its inhabitants.

The Creator gave them a precious and powerful Jewel, a crystal
diamond like stone, and an Altar for it to rest upon. He called it the
Potestatem Jewel. The Creator embedded enormous energy into it, the
energy of life, healing, illumination, beauty, enchantment and magic.

He gave the King and Queen authority over the Jewel and told them,
care for it, protect it, and keep it clean and polished. When it glows
and you touch it, you will draw energy from it, which will give you all
the powers you need to govern over the Kingdom and its inhabitants.

However, if any other inhabitants of Ouopgia Yonteia touch the Jewel,
they will instantly be turned into a pillar of salt and cease to exist. The
“Ancient of Days” also told them, | have created an invisible barrier
around the Ouopqia Yonteia Kingdom, and no one or anything can pass
through it.

Therefore, | will give you the authority to create a hidden gateway that
anyone can pass through, in or out, and only you shall have control
over it, and no one will be able to pass through it without your consent,
else they would be turned into a pillar of salt and cease to exist.
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Beware however, you must never allow a Human Being to pass through
it or to enter the Kingdom of Ouopqia Yonteia.

Human Beings are forbidden from entering the Kingdom, and anyone
that allows or helps a Human Being to enter the Kingdom, would be
turned into a pillar of salt and cease to exist.

Also, | will give you a Charter that defines the laws and usage of healing,
illumination, beauty, enchantment and magic, and you and all the
inhabitants of Ouopgia Yonteia must abide by the laws of the Charter. If
the use of these powers are abused, or if the laws are not upheld, than
a severe wrath will fall upon the Kingdom.

Then, the King and Queen that Creator had enshrined governed the
Kingdom for over 5,000 years until they passed. During their reign they
had three daughters who became Princesses, Magaishila, Beaiallua, and
Decorumuna. Sadly, however, the youngest of the three daughters,
Decorumuna, entered the hidden gateway without approval and
vanished, and she has never been seen since that time. It is unknown
what happened to her. Some believe she still is alive and dwells in an
unknown realm.

The remaining two Princesses never wed, and after the King and Queen
passed, the “Ancient of Days” enshrined the two Princesses to become
Queens of the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia.

He divided their powers, and gave one the authority over Illlumination
and Beauty, and the other, authority over Enchantment and Magic, and
both were given unlimited healing powers. And since that time, the two
Queens have governed the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia.
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Directly below the Queens in authority is The High Council of The Order
of The Elves. This council is made up of nine Elves, each have equal
authority. And they assist the Queens in governing the Kingdom.

Of the nine Elves, one will be appointed the Senior Council Member,
and will directly council the Queens, and help organize the many tasks
they have to handle each day.

This is the basic history and structure of Ouopgia Yonteia. As you can
see, it was once the Garden of Eden in the earthly world, then the
“Ancient of Days” moved it, and transformed it into an enchanted
magical Kingdom populated with many types of Benevolent Creatures.

So it has existed peacefully and harmoniously for over 6,000 years until
recently, when a Phantom from the Dark Side of Existence, from the
Kingdom of Sheol, somehow was able to pass through the hidden
gateway, and enter the Kingdom.

No one in this Kingdom knows how this occurred. Only recently did we
discover that this happened. Then, all of a sudden, there started to be
disagreements and confrontations between the Kingdom’s inhabitants,
which had never happened before, even the Queens were affected by
it, which caused the loss of our life giving Jewel, the Potestatem Jewel.

And sadly, despite all our efforts, we still have not been able to identify
who the Phantom is, because he can be invisible or transfigure himself
into different forms, and appear to be part of the Yonteian community.

Now | will tell you what | know about Phantoms. The Phantom in our
Kingdom is very powerful and may even be Lucifer himself, as he swore
to destroy our Kingdom and enslave all Yonteians, however, we do not
know if its Lucifer or one of his Generals that he has empowered.
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Sadly, a Phantom cannot be killed. It once was a Heavenly Angelic Being
before it turned malevolent, and it has immortality, so it will exist
forever.

If it transforms itself into some type of Being or Creature, the form its
taken can be killed, but not the Phantom inside of it. However,
Phantoms can be trapped and captured, then restrained or imprisoned,
and they can be forced to take unbreakable oaths, and to return to The
Dark Kingdom whence they came.

To permanently rid the Phantom from Ouopgia Yonteia, it must be
identified. Every Phantom has an identity, a name or title, so it must be
compelled or coerced into identifying itself.

When a Phantom transforms or transfigures itself, it takes all of its
energy to do it, and to maintain its form. If the form, its host body is
killed, like when you shot and arrow into the Black Panther and killed it,
the Phantom turns into a misty vapor for a brief time before it vanishes.

This is when it is at its weakest state and becomes friable and
vulnerable. During that time, and only then can it be captured. Once its
captured, it can be imprisoned. Then, once imprisoned, it can be
coerced into identifying itself, and made to return to The Dark Kingdom
from whence it came, and forced to take a binding vow that it will
never return.

However, to capture and imprison a Phantom is very dangerous, and
takes great skill and cunning, and few can do it.

And Zachariah replied, if you will tell me how, | will try to do it. | have
nothing to lose, because the Phantom is going to continue to attack me
as long as | have the Jewel.
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This is true Socrateious replied, so listen carefully and | will tell you. All
Phantoms have one great irresistible desire, to kill a young Unicorn, and
to drink its blood and consume its flesh.

However this rarely ever happens because young Unicorns are always
very protected by their parents, Elves, Fairies and Hippogriffs. Sadly,
however, it has happened a few times in the past, in the earthly world.

Each time, some of the young Unicorn’s blood was recovered and put
into a potion bottle and stored. When a Phantom detects the scent of a
Unicorn, it will transform itself into some type of beast that can easily
kil and eat a Unicorn, usually a Wolf or Panther. It will stealthily
approach the Unicorn, leap on it and kill it.

In this way, a Phantom can be lured into a deception and be captured.
There are certain items you will need to capture a Phantom. Here is a
list of the items you will need:

1 - Asmall empty corked potion bottle

2 - A small corked potion bottle containing young Unicorn blood
3 - Alarge empty corked water bottle

4 - Several large freshly picked Star Flowers

5 - Bow and Arrows

6 - Ayoung Unicorn from our Kingdom

| can give you the two potion bottles needed, and you can take them
with you.
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You already have the bow and arrows you need, and the Elf, Muszaka,
will help you get the other three items. Now listen carefully to what
you must do, and you cannot make a single mistake:

You must find and pick several Star flowers with long stems. The Star
flower is white and has six peddles on it, and will be shaped like a Star.

The stem produces an oily liquid that has
a heavenly floral scent. Squeeze the liquid
out of the stems into the empty potion
bottle and seal it with the cork.

Find a place in the forest that has a small
clearing with an area you can conceal
yourself, but it must be very near to the

clearing.

Then place the young Unicorn in the clearing so it appears to be resting,
has no one around it, and is defenseless.

Then take your bow and arrows, the two potion bottles, and the large
water bottle and conceal yourself in the place that you selected, within
the flora. Then wait for the Phantom to come.

However, you will not know when its going to come. It could come on
the first day, or it may take several days, but you must always be alert
and ready with your bow struck.

He will appear in the form of a beast to attack and kill the Unicorn.
When the attack is made, you must shoot your arrow so it strikes the
beast either in the head or heart.

Then you must quickly do three things, first uncork all three bottles.

Place several drops of the Unicorn’s blood from the potion bottle into
the empty water bottle, than place the cork back into the potion bottle.

So do you clearly understand what you must do and the risks you are
taking?

Zachariah replied, yes | understand all these things very well, and | do
not feel it is me that is taking the risk, its more the Phantom taking the
risk by attacking the Unicorn, so we shall see what happens. If | do,
however, capture the Phantom in the water bottle, then what will
happen?

The bottle containing the Phantom should be given to the Council of
the High Order of The Elves.

They will keep the Phantom imprisoned in the bottle until it agrees to
identify itself and take a binding oath to return to the Kingdom of
Darkness, and never leave it again.

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Then Emeralda said, we don’t need to get him out of there, we just
need to put him to sleep. | will give you a blend of my fairy dust, then if
you can sprinkle it on him, he will instantly fall to sleep.

However, you must be careful not to get any of it on yourself, else you
will go to sleep as well. Muszaka always carried a small potion bottle
with him, so he gave it to Emeralda and said, can you put it in here?

She took the bottle, pulled the cork out, and filled it with a golden dust.

| went over to him, and untied him. He was weak and could barely
stand up. | ask him who he was and how he got there. He replied, my
name is Elvedean. | am one of the 9 Elves that sit on the High Council of
The Order of the Elves. | was captured by a Phantom and his minions
and brought here.

| have been imprisoned in this cabin for a long time, unable to escape.
The Phantom that captured me, transfigured himself, and took on my
physical form and is mimicking me.

Then, said Zachariah, | took Elvedean to the Land of the Fairies, to the
Fairy Queen Mother, Andromdena, who is nurturing and hiding him in
her castle. So thats what | wanted to talk to you about.

Muszaka was stunned and shocked and said to me. This is horrible,
highly disturbing news.

If this is true, our entire Kingdom is in serious jeopardy.
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Elvedean is the most respected, admired, and highly trusted member of
the High Council of The Order of the Elves.

That’s right Muszaka replied, and he knew without doubt, that was
truly Elvedean. | must leave now but | will return as soon as | can, and
then | will explain to you all what is going on, and take you back to the
City of Yonteia.

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But he had one advantage, the Queens had not yet discovered that he
was transfigured in the form of Elvedean, one of the nine High Council
member Elves.

They were joyed beyond measure
and informed Lena.

Lena’s first question was, does that mean Zachariah can return home
now? And Emeralda replied, Zachariah can certainly return to the
earthly world whenever he desires, however, he seems determined to
rid the Ouopgqia Yonteia Kingdom of the Phantom, who was responsible
for your capture and imprisonment in that cave.

Well, while | am waiting, | don’t have anything to do and | would like to
learn more about Fairies. | never believed that Fairies existed. | always
thought they were imaginary fictional characters from mythical stories.
But | can clearly see now that my belief was wrong, and that Fairies are
real Living Beings.

May | ask, how old are you, and do you really have magical powers? If
so, how did you get them? Tsavorita, the younger of the two Fairies
replied: Well, Emeralda is a bit older than me, but we are both a little
over 400 years old. We look this way because we do not age as
Humans do. We do die the same as Humans, but our life-span is much
longer, usually 1200-1500 years or more. Some Fairies here are over
3000 years old. Both our Queens are over 1000 years old, and are
youthful, healthy and beautiful.
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Magical powers are given to Yonteians by its two Queens, however, not
everyone in Ouopgia Yonteia has magical powers, but everyone has the
ability to acquire them. And yes, both my Sister and | do have magical
powers, however, Emeralda’s powers are greater than mine. Of all the
Fairies that inhabit the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia, Emeralda,
possesses the highest level of magical powers.

Only the two Queens themselves and Princess Panthia possess a
greater level of magical powers then Emeralda.

The activity of each Yonteian that possesses magical powers is reviewed
during an annual festival. Those who use their magical powers wisely
and have achieved recognition for preforming fruitful magical acts are
rewarded by having their magical powers enhanced.

Any Yonteian inhabitant can come before the Queens and request to be
given some level of magical power. The Queens will consider their
request and make a decision.

For a Yonteian inhabitant to be granted magical powers, they must
convincingly explain to the Queens how they intend to use it, and how
it will benefit the Kingdom. Many Yonteian inhabitants are granted
magical powers a on a trial basis, and then how they used those powers
are reviewed, and if they used them wisely, they are made permanent.

If a Yonteian for any reason misuses their powers, then the Queens will
take their powers from them. If any Yonteian uses their powers to
commit a malevolent act, their powers will be taken from them, and
they will be permanently banished from the Kingdom of Ouopqia
Yonteia.
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Any Yonteian that passes through the hidden gateway to the earthly
world must possess two basic magical powers, invisibility and healing.
All Yonteians that enter the earthly world must return at a specific
given time that was assigned to them. |If they do not return at that
time, they will instantly lose their magical powers, and will become
trapped in the earthly netherworld never to be seen again.

Fairies regularly go in and out of the earthly world but are rarely ever
seen by Human Beings because they are invisible. But when they are
seen, it is usually by young earthly children.

Fairies perform many benevolent acts in the earthly world, but Humans
are unaware of it. You, however, have become one of only a few
Human Beings to have had direct earthly interactions with Fairies, and
witness their magical powers.

And we must remind you, that you took and signed and oath never to
reveal any information about Ouopgia Yonteia or any of its inhabitants.

Yes, you are right Lena replied, and | will always honor that oath. | think
it’s a wonderful thing that Fairies, Elves and other Mythical Creatures
do really exist, and that there is truly a realm of enchantment and
magic in existence. And Lena asked Tsavorita, is it possible for a Human
Being to be given or possess magical powers? Could | possess a magical
power?

Tsavorita replied, | have never seen or known a Human Being to
possess magical powers, but | cannot say that it is impossible, because |
don’t know. There is one huge difference between a Fairy and a
Human Being. Fairies are totally Benevolent Beings, Humans are not.
All Humans are capable of doing malevolent acts, and if they had
magical powers, many would use it to do selfish and wicked things.
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Because of that, the “Ancient of Days” did not give Human Beings the
ability to possess magical powers. All Human Beings were given the gift
of free choice and discernment, and by their own free will, chose to do
malevolent acts.

The “Ancient of Days” formed the Kingdom of Ouopgia Yonteia and
populated it with many different kinds of Benevolent Beings. Then, He
crowned a King and Queen to govern the Kingdom and gave them the
authority to disperse magical powers to those that have proven their
worthiness.

However, the “Ancient of Days” gave the King and Queen a Charter of
Laws that they must follow when governing our Kingdom. One of those
laws is that a King or Queen of Ouopqia Yonteia cannot give magical
powers to anyone that has done a malevolent act or that is capable of
doing any kind of malevolent activity, no matter how insignificant it
may be.

He separated the earthly Kingdom from the Yonteian Kingdom by
placing them in different dimensional realms, totally apart from one
another, so the two Kingdoms could not interact with each other.

The next morning, the Queens were served a meal with Nectar Melt
Honey, afterwards, they boarded their carriage to be ceremoniously
transported to the Altar.

They were very excited to once again be able to polish and touch the
Potestatem Jewel, and to have their powers fully regenerated.
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Once that happened, they would use all their powers to rid the
Kingdom of the Phantom, and any of his malevolent Minions that he
brought into the Kingdom.
